CLASS DESCRIPTIONS AND INFORMATION
Dressage Suitability – Currently not on schedule but can be added if asked for. Judges on suitability to be a Dressage horse. Gaits called are: Walk, Free Walk, Collected Trot Normal Trot, Canter, Extended Canter. Halt and Back either on the individually or on the rail collectively.

Walk-Trot - Riders may cross enter the Go As You Please (Walk & Trot Only) classes only and any other non riding classes.

Go As You Please - This class will walk, trot/jog, & Go As You Please (Trot or Canter your choice) both ways of the ring. Walk Trotters who ride in this class are to trot only when Go As You Please is called!

Game Classes - All Game classes are open to any rider in any seat. Walk/Trot Barrels/Poles/Potato Race are open to any riders including those showing Walk/Trot/Canter. In Walk-Trot games if the horse breaks into the Canter there will be time faults added!

This is a "RIDE THROUGH THE GATE" show. The gate will close 1.5 MINUTES after the gate is opened and the class has been officially called. (i.e. "the gate is now open for class number ??").

Ribbons - Ribbons will be given 1st through 5th in regular classes and all receive ribbons in Leadline. Trophies will be awarded to all of the CHAMPIONS & RESERVE CHAMPIONS, as well as 1st through 5th place ribbons. 
Prizes – all firsts and seconds to receive prizes in addition to their ribbons! 

Dogs - No Dogs allowed for safety reasons!

Concessions - Drinks will be on sale on the show grounds.

Attire - This is a fun show so you are welcome to wear relaxed attire. You must wear boots in all performance & games classes. Chaps are optional. JACKETS ARE OPTIONAL! Lets make it safe! ASTM Approved and stamped helmets are required in all over fences classes.

Training Devices will NOT be allowed in the show ring. Those exhibitors wishing to use training devices will be allowed in the ring to show, but will not be judged.

Age - is determined as your age at the date of the show.

Liberty - Open to any horse any breed or any age. The horse will be turned loose in the arena for 1.5 minutes with music of exhibitors choice. Two handlers are allowed in the arena at a time with no whips over 6 feet in length including the sash. At the completion of 1.5 minutes, you will have 2 minutes in which to catch your horse. You are allowed to use treats or bring a buddy to the rail to help catch the horse. You may not touch the horse once the halter is removed, this this includes the whip, it will result in a Disqualification.
Judge - the judges decision is final!
Trail Class – pattern to be posted outside of Main office door.

Indemnity and Responsibility - All entries are accepted with the understanding that neither, EDUARDO  AND CANDACE CALLEGARI DBA. CALLEGARI EQUESTRIAN CENTER, DBA. CALLEGARI TECHNOLOGIES, the Show, the Show Committee, nor any Show Official will be held responsible for any loss, damage, or injury to any horse exhibited or any article of any kind.  All horses shall be under the control and direction of the show committee but solely at the risk of the exhibitor, who will be responsible for any loss, damage, or injury to any person, animal or property occasioned by him, and the exhibitor shall indemnify the above mentioned parties against any and all loss, damages and liability thus occasioned, including but not limited to any and all legal costs, including attorney fees, which may be incurred as a result thereof.  THE SUBMITTING OF AN ENTRY FORM TO THE SHOW SHALL CONSTITUTE AN ACCEPTANCE BY EACH PERSON SIGNING SAME OF THE PROVISIONS HEREIN SET FORTH.
